Instead St. Mark’s will hold worship services at 5:00 p.m. on Saturday the 3rd and at 8:00 am on Sunday the 
4th. The 8:00 am service will be the same as it always is, a simple, dignified, spoken celebration of the Holy 
Eucharist where God’s people gather around the Altar to receive the sacrament and be reminded of who they 
are, the Body of Christ in the world. 

The Saturday service will be a relaxed affair. If the weather is good, we will hold the service outside in the 
Memorial Garden, if it is too hot or raining, we will gather inside and give thanks for the gift of AC or the roof 
(or both!). In either case the service will be relaxed, enjoyable, and marked by a sense of thanksgiving and 
community. 

Following the Saturday Service Bob Shaw has graciously offered to fire up a grill for a 4th of July BBQ. All you 
need to do is come to worship and bring something to grill and something to drink (if the weather is good you 
could also bring some chairs for sitting outside for the service and for relaxing during the BBQ). 

I look forward to celebrating the many gifts that God has given all of us on the 4th and the 3rd as we gather 
together as God’s people.

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RELIGIOUS FORMATION FOR CHILDREN 

AND YOUTH AT ST. MARK’S :  

A SNEAK PEAK OF WHAT’S COMING IN 

THE FALL OF 2010

After ten months with you it has become increasingly 
clear to me that one of the many blessings  and 
strengths of St. Mark’s is our religious formation pro-
gram. Through the dedicated work and commitment of 
many, St. Mark’s has been able to offer religious forma-
tion that is age appropriate, meaningful, and fun for a 
number of years. One of my goals, as rector, is to con-
tinue this tradition of meaningful and engaging religious 
formation.  

After looking over the class lists from 2009-10 I, along 
with the Vestry and youth leaders, have determined that 
to continue offering meaningful religious formation for 
all our children, we need to make a few changes. These 
changes will begin in the 2010-2011 academic year. 

In 2010-2011 St. Mark’s will offer the following religious 
formation/education programs: 

Godly Play: Offered for grades K-3 on the south side of 
the education floor. Godly Play is a curriculum that 
guides children who are in the early stages of literacy to 
interact with, consider, and live with the stories of Holy 
Scripture. Through this curriculum which shares a 
pedagogical outlook with Montessori education, chil-
dren encounter varieties of Scriptural stories as well as 
lessons on the church year. Children are encouraged to 
not simply learn a Bible story, but question what it might 
mean in their lives and hear God speaking through 
Scripture to them personally. 

Youth 11: (formerly known as Godly Play 10+ but renamed 

by the members of the program): 

Youth 11 will be offered for grades 4 and 5 in academic year 

2010-2011 and grades 4, 5, and 6 in academic year 2011-

2012. (The change in grade level between academic years 

is based on St. Mark’s using Rite 13 and J2A, which is 

based on a two year cycle).  

Youth will learn about different sacramental rites in the 

church, delve deeper into biblical stories, learn about the 

history of the church, and continue to appropriate the Chris-

tian faith as their own, all while growing in relationships with 

one another, teachers, and other members of the community 

In addition, beginning a few weeks before Lent and continu-

ing through that entire season, this class will enter into an 

intensive time of study of the Bible and then present Scrip-

tural readings at the 10 am church service. Youth 11 prom-

ises to be an engaging new facet of St. Mark’s  

already-strong religious formation program. 

Rite 13: The first step in the Journey to Adulthood Program 
(leaderresources.org/j2a) meets in the loft of the Great Hall. 
Because attendance and enrollment numbers were some-
what low this past academic year, an adjustment has been 
made to the grades involved in this program. Rite 13 will 
restart its two year cycle. For the 2010-2011 academic year 
grades 6 and 7 will be in Rite 13. By bringing up the rising 
6

th
 grade class Rite 13 will have the critical mass (seven stu-

dents in place of the current number of four) to function as a 
thriving religious formation program (the one rising 8

th
 grader 

who participated in Rite 13 this year will be transferred from 
Rite 13 into J2A). In 2011-2012 Grades 7 and 8 will take part 
in the second year of Rite 13. Additionally, St. Mark’s has 
invited members of Epiphany, Wilbraham to take part in our 
Rite 13 program. Such collaboration brings added members, 
new teachers, and a spirit of cooperation and connection 
with our sisters and brothers 5.1 miles away. To facilitate the 
inclusion of Epiphany, Rite 13 will need to meet at a new 
time following Sunday services. Parents, teachers and 
youth will be polled to determine the best time for future 
meetings to ensure consistent attendance. These changes 
are being made to provide quality, strong, sustainable pro-
gramming possibilities for current 6

th
 and 7

th
 graders as well 

as future Rite 13 members. 

J2A:  The second part of the Journey to Adulthood Program 
(leaderresources.org/j2a) will be offered to grades 8-10 in 
2010-2011. This program is already one year into its cycle 
and will culminate in a pilgrimage to the Grand Tetons in 
July of 2011. J2A will continue to meet on Sunday mornings 
from 9-10 am in the J2A room at the end of the office wing. 

YAC: The final stage in the Journey to Adulthood Program 
currently serves interested 11

th
 and 12

th
 graders in a pro-

gram of mentorship and meetings. YAC is designed to facili-
tate graduates of J2A ifinding ways to take the tools and 
faith which they have nurtured and discovered and put them 
into action in the life of the local church. This program in-
cludes discussion of and preparation for Confirmation led by 
Fr. Peter.

I love how this line is almost nonchalantly in this 

prayer, and yet is the focus of almost all of our 

worry, anxiety, and day-to-day living. We all know 

that we are searching for something. And we know 

that everyone around us is seeking, too. But most 

of all, we know that we are looking for it in the 

wrong places, but we don’t do anything about it. 

I know that money won’t make me happy. But that 

doesn’t mean that I don’t pursue it. I know that  

buying the new iPhone won’t solve my problems, 

but that doesn’t mean that it doesn’t feel pretty 

good to drop a couple hundred dollars and walk 

away with a new distraction – at least for a couple 

of hours, or until the credit card bills come in. 

I think that this is the reason why I joined the  

Stewardship Committee. I want someone to ask 

more from me. I want someone to demand that I 

radically change my relationship with God, with my 

community and with the world. I want to be asked 

to stop consuming, to stop chasing false idols and 

to find “the fulfillment that we all seek” in God. And I 

know I can’t do it on my own. 

We are pushed and pulled in so many different  

directions these days that to commit one more hour 

to one more meeting feels impossible. It feels drain-

ing. But to commit to pursuing the true source of 

happiness, that’s easy. That’s life giving. 

So that is what I am looking for now when I spend 

my money and my time and my talents.  

I know that what I have is valuable and a gift from 

God, so I want to spend it only in ways that feed 

and strengthen me – and those around me.  

That is how I understand stewardship in an era of 

overconsumption and overprogramming. 

And saying “no” to the rest is stewardship, too.

Yesterday a friend came by to ask for financial help 
– her son had broken his arm. She is a single par-
ent (Dad abandoned the family some years ago). 
She is poor and the family had been covered by the 
new social health insurance program. However, she 
got a seasonal job and that employer picked-up the 
health insurance (cancelling the social insurance). 
When that job ended after just more than a month, 
she did not realize that she had to re-apply for the 
social insurance (she found out in the hospital 
emergency room). 
 
Now that she knows, she is re-applying. However, 
that will not help with the immediate problem of pay-
ing for X-rays and a cast. I gave her the money – 
friends do that. 
 
Later, I got a phone call from another friend whose 
son had been quite ill. I had been to her house to 
check him the previous weekend and dropped off 
some medicine – friends do that. She told me that 
he was much better now and had returned to school 
today. We talked a bit longer about several things 
we have in common as working mothers.  
 
When I hung-up, I felt so grateful for friends. Some 
days – most days – work and household tasks fill 
my time. My work colleagues are friends; however, 
our daughters used to distinguish between “school 
friends” and “home friends.” As a foreigner, it can 
take awhile to establish “home friends” and deeper, 
connected relationships. My friends both needed 
something that I could provide. And in giving, I also 
receive. Friendship is like that.
